Eligibility Criteria  
To be considered for the scholarship award, the applicant must:  

o Be a permanent Maryland resident of Baltimore City, Baltimore County, Harford County, Howard County, 

Anne Arundel County, Frederick County, or Montgomery County. 

o Be a graduating junior or senior from a high school (public, private, or charter) accepted to enter NSU as a 

full-time student in the academic year immediately following the scholarship award; or a current NSU 

student. 

o Have a scholastic average of at least an unweighted GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale through the end of the first 

semester. 

Supporting Documentation  

o Copy of high school transcript for high school seniors, or NSU transcript (current NSU students). 

o Letter of recommendation from a teacher, administrator, or school counselor. 

o Letter of acceptance to NSU (for high school seniors). 

o Provide student ID number (for current NSU Students). 

o Resume 

o Personal Statement (see below).
